As we have been reporting since September, Hockey Canada has been in discussion/negotiations with the thirteen Branches
of Hockey Canada of what the Hockey Canda Per Participant Fees will be for the 2025/26 season.

A decision was made by the Hockey Canada Board of Directors to increase the Per Participant Rate from the Current $3 per
Participant to $10.00.

The Board of Directors have approved another MHA Matching Grant Program for the 2024/25 season in support of MHA’s
across the Province in the support of hiring Power Skating Instructors or to have a local person trained to be a Power Skating
Instructor to assist in Player Development with a matching grant of up to $1,000.00.

. One application per MHA will be accepted and the MHA must match the Grant received.

. Power Skating services must be targeted towards the U7 to U13 age groups within an MHA and must have occurred
from September 2024 to December 2024.

. Power Skating Certification must be obtained by December 31, 2024.
. Online Applications can be submitted now and up till February 28, 2025

. Power Skating instructors must possess the following certification in order for an MHA to qualify for the Matching
Grant.

Minor Hockey Association (and members) not being able to host any Hockey Saskatchewan sanctioned event.
